Although ~egetable crop acreage figures were stable,’ low
prices resulted tn a substantial decline in harvested lettuce production
per acre.

Agricultural production for 1981 in San Luis Obispo is estimated at 191 million
dollars. These figures are grower receipts and do not take into consideration
inflationary costs. In fact, growers’ spiralling production expenses often out-
stripped returns from crops. ~le vegetable crop segment of the county’s industry
had the largest value due to relatively stable demand and reasonable pricing of
their commodities throughout the year.

San Luis Obispo County, as well as the entire state, recognized the essential
need for a strong pest exclusion, detection and eradication program with the
advent of ~|edfly. Industry and citizens in participation with the Agricultural
Commissioner developed and conducted an effective program protecting our county
from foreign pest introductions.

This year’s report includes a summary of major departmental accomplishments
during 1981. We hope this information will assist in providing the public an
overview of the Commissioner’s responsibilities concerning agriculture, the
general public and the county,s environment.

ADHINISTRATION

The agency chief administers the functions of thre# departments, County Agriculture.

Measurement Standards and the Air Pollution Control District. Extra time was devoted
to MeasUrement Standards’ responsibilities since Hr. Kalar was Presldmmt o£ the state-
wide Sealer’s Association. In this capacity Kalar worked at developing federal laws

guaranteeing true measure at the time of sale. This regulatory approach would prevent
the consumer from paying for weight loss that occurs during shipping and storage.

Headway was also made on developing adequate and equitable funding sources for agency
programs. Departmental record keeping requirements were computerized increasing ac-
curacy, accountability and reducing the documentation time required o£ staff. Finally,
in an effort to further enhance departmental performance, a strong staff development/

training program was initiated.

Another area of management achievement included completion of a new departmental infor-

mational filing system.

PEST EXCLUSION AND DETECTION

Hectic best describes these functions during 1981. Re Mediterranean Fruit Fly threat

resulted in 4 biologists inspecting l,SO0 traps countywide on a weekly basis during
much of the year. Two sterile released flies were trapped in the winter months.
During the summer and £a11, industry was assisted through certification and preventa-
tive spray programs coordinated by the Commissioner’s office.

Hedfly wasn’t the only problem; staff intercepted 31 other significant foreign pests
while inspecting 4,977 shipments. One hundred twenty-thrqe homeowners were assisted
with identification, pest management information and a biological survey of thei/
yards for exotic pests. Two o£ the county’s feed grain mills developed systems and
slgncd official agreements which reduced the chance of new weed and insect pests being
introduced into the area. Also. the inconvenience to the mill operator o£ waiting for

an inspection by the Agricultural Commissioner was eliminated.

PEST HANAG~IENT

Over ~ million acres rep senting 1,196 urban and rural properties were assisted by
the office with their gro~Ld squirrel and other vertebrate pest problems. Advice,
materials and supervision of these efforts by staff resulted in an effective problem-
fr~e program that adequately protected non-target wildlife.

Thanks to the cooperative efforts of industry, the county was able to implement a new
stringent state-mandated pesticide permit program. Hany departmental programs were
significantly affected due to the increased workload requirements generated from 804
permits, 5,329 notices of intent end 913 field inspections. Additionally, 79 thorough
investigations were completed on reported accidents and citizen complaints concerning
the use of pesticides.

Educational seminars to improve pesticide safety and pest control practices were con-
ducted. These programs covered everything from handling chemical spills to developing
and solving weed control problems in small grains. Much time was spent resolving the
continuing Innd use conflicts that result from different cropping systems and urban
encroachment,

tVeed projects included the sterilization along county road shoulders, treatment of
noxious weeds and continued work on several eradication efforts. Klomath weed was de-
clared eliminated from San Luis Obis po by the Commissioner. A multiyear effort was
initiated to take care of a Guara infestation near Atnscndero. Skeleton weed survey
and integrated pest management techniques continued in an effort to reduce the impact
and number of acres infested by this serious rangeland and grain pest.

INSPECTION SERVICES

Significant reductions occurred in this area of responsibility due to the Pesticide
and Hedfly program requirements. However, high level apiary complaints were processed,
wholesale nurseries were inspected and some consumer protection was provided in the
Fruit. Vegetable, Nut, Honey and Eggs program at the retail level.

Hutual efforts of the Commissioner offices of San Lu£s Obispo and Santa Barbara to-
gether with the agricultural industry resulted in an improved lettuce inspection pro-
gram. The quality of field inspection increased in San Luis Obispo, departmental costs
were reduced, and a better accounting/shipping system was implemented. Over 6~ million
lettuce contaiunrs were inspected, certified and shipped worldwide.
